AIRCRAFT RADIO OPERATION CHANNELS
Flight crews have asked what the channel numbers are, in order to tune the CAP aircraft radios to operate on the Farmingville, L.I. repeater (R40).  It is strongly recommended that all flight crews utilize the radio channels designated by the CUL during any actual or training mission.  However, should it be necessary to utilize the R40 channel, the following channels should be use:
